OFFICIAL PARADE ENTRY FORM

“Highland Goes Green” 
 

All motorized float entries must have walkers at all four corners of the float, the front to keep people from being run 
over, and the back to pick up beads on the parade procession and redistribute.  These people must be able to walk 
three miles non-stop or have subs available! 
 

DRIVERS WILL NEED A COPY OF THEIR DRIVERS LICENSE AND PROOF OF 
 INSURANCE.  THESE MUST BE SUBMITTED WITH THIS FORM BY JANUARY 27, 2010. 

(CITY REQUIREMENT) 
ALL FLOAT MATERIALS TO BE FIRE RETARDANT.  You must have a functioning fire 

extinguisher on the float. 
Flaring over the trailer tires must extend one foot.  This keeps people from 

shoving their feet under your tires. 
 

No glass containers are allowed.  The pulling driver must be sober. You are 
subject to MANDATORY testing for D.W.I. BEFORE AND AFTER THE PARADE! 

Everyone else, please use plastic cups. 
ABSOLUTELY NO VEHICLES NOT IN THE PARADE WILL BE ALLOWED IN THE STAGING AREA 

ON GLADSTONE BETWEEN  LINE AND CRESWELL! 
PRELOAD ALL BEADS, ICE CHESTS, ETC. 

WE WILL TRY TO ASSIST AS MUCH AS POSSIBLE; HOWEVER THIS IS A REQUEST BY 
S.P.D. 

 
If you would like to have your float parked next to Columbia Park for 

Carnival de Columbia, please let us know A.S.A.P.  It is a first come, first 
served option.  You may have ice chests and grills on board. 

NO OPEN FLAMES DURING PARADE! 
Please throw behind the people in the front row.  Do not throw on the inside 
of the turns or when stopped.  Walkers should pick up throws in the street. 

AT THE BEGINNING, DO NOT THROW UNTIL PAST GLADSTONE ON CRESWELL! 
All riding lawn mowers should have the blade drive belt removed. 

 
Parade staging will begin at 10:00 a. m. at BYRD HIGH SCHOOL PARKING LOT,L 

CORNER OF GLADSTONE AND LINE AVENUE.  The parade will begin promptly at 2:00 
p.m.
